Last Weekôs Meeting 

We were almost crowded out with the increase in numbers coming to hear District Governor 
Jim Studebaker and see Colin Gould inducted into membership, AND Audrey Steven to the 
Paul Harris Society. What a night!  

Jim spoke beautifully, without notes and using simple but powerful language, of I.P. D K 
Lee's mission to "Make Dreams Real " and do something to reduce the horrific number 
[25,000 each day] of children dying of preventable disease, concentrating on sanitation, 
nutrition and education.  

The campaign to eradicate Polio is almost complete, with only 4 countries still without a 
complete vaccination protection out of 105 when the campaign began 23 years ago. Rotary 
has undertaken to raise $100 million over 3 years to match a grant from the Bill & Melinda 
Gates Foundation to finally eradicate the disease. 

Jim also spoke of the "Core Values" of Rotary including Service to the Community and 
Service to Youth, quoting the instance of Federal Minister Jenny Macklin who credits her 
experience as a 15-year old Rotary Exchange Student to Japan with her determination to 
serve her country. 

Margaret Hookey presented Jim's wife Carol with a bouquet of flowers, but Carol was even 
more delighted to hear that we had donated funding for 4 Shelter Boxes, her favourite 
project.  

The induction of Colin Gould was a real family affair, Colin's wife Lesley Daniels-King being 
already a member, stepson Cameron is our stand-in Bulletin producer. Cameron's partner 
Kate was also there with baby Charlie. Colin joins Lesley on the Foundation committee. 

When D G Jim presented Audrey Steven with her Paul Harris Society certificate & pin, she 
became the sixth recipient from our Club, the most of any other Club in the District, along 
with husband John, Frank & Barbara Leigh, and Don & Margery Jago. This is in recognition 
of their promise to donate annually to Rotary Foundation for as long as they are able.
