President's Proud Pontifications - 

No Ponderings this week - just pride in 

what our club did for Boroondara Cares 

on Tuesday. 

When Peter Allen asked me in early 

August, if we could host a combined 

meeting for all the clubs involved with 

Boroondara Cares, I was at first dubious, 

particularly as the Fellowship Committee 

decided it was outside their brief, but 

then Don Fotheringham said ' That's all 

right, I'll do it myself ", so we asked 

Richard Gray to do logistics with Don 

and under the umbrella of John Phillips' 

Community Service Committee, 

planning went ahead.  

Our Club as host had to underwrite the 

cost of hiring the Camberwell Centre, so 

a budget was set based on a break-even 

attendance of 160 , with no freebies. 

We wrote to all 8 other Boroondara 

Rotary Clubs inviting them and 

suggesting they may like to make this 

their official dinner. THEY ALL DID - 

A wonderful display of solidarity and 

generosity. 

All clubs booked a week in advance and 

guaranteed their attendance figures. Don 

Fotheringham double checked before 

confirming with the caterers and booked 

for 250. I was scared stiff people would 

forget or get lost and we would be down 

the gurgler . ATTENDANCE WAS 251 ! 

So we did make a profit and it will all go 

to Boroondara Cares . 

The turn-out was magnificent 

considering how difficult it was to get to 

the venue around all the scaffolding and 

site offices, but Richard Gray had 

Camberwell Rotarians in safety vests 

guiding people to car parking and the 

main entrance, and once inside Don 

Fotheringham had stations set up for 

each Club's registrations. 

There were 11 people who came down 

from Moira Shire including the Mayor, 

Frank Malcolm. We offered home 

hosting to the visitors and two were 

looked after by Pierre Kriegler. 

 

 

The finger-food was good quality if not 

all that substantial - it was all we could 

afford, and encouraged good fellowship 

before the meeting started. 

The meeting was capably chaired by 

PDG Don Jago, sketching first the 

genesis of the idea with then Mayor now 

Hon Camberwell Rtn. Phillip Healey. 

Peter Allen presented a very good power 

point and video presentation on the large 

number of projects undertaken by the 

various Clubs , some completed and 

some in the pipeline. He explained that 

the Boroondara Cares Committee had no 

funds or budget, but was the conduit 

bringing the Moira Shire and Boroondara 

City together for mutual benefit. Each 

project was undertaken and underwritten 

by a Rotary Club or Clubs. 

The pulse of the meeting changed with 

the introduction of Peter Lawless , a 

farmer from Burramine who is so 

involved in community affairs he hardly 

has time for farming. Peter told of the 

heartbreak of farmers who have had their 

irrigation allowances cut by 80%, of the 

fear, of the hopelessness, of the suicides. 

If there was ever any doubt as to why we 

should be involved in this project, Peter 

allayed it. 

Finally Chairman Don introduced Kevin 

Bourke, a Moira Councillor & Cobram 

Rotarian, who made a presentation to 

Don & Peter Allen of a collage of photos 

taken at Portsea Holiday Camp of the 80 

odd Moira kids who have just had a free 

holiday there, a project of Hawthorn 

Rotary.  

Kevin , who has given so much of 

himself, was overcome by emotion in 

trying to thank those who are giving 

something back. 

Well done, we did help Make Dreams

Rotary and the United Nations have a special relationship since Rotary was one of the founders of 

the United Nations. It started in November 1943, when Rotary sponsored a conference in London 

with ministers and observers from twenty-one governments. This group began laying plans for 

what was to become UNESCO. During the foundation of the United Nations in San Francisco in 

1945, forty-nine Rotarians helped to draft the United Nations Charter in and many of the 

international delegates from around the world were Rotarians. Upon founding the United Nations, 

Rotary became one of the original 42 Non Governmental Organizations that were invited to 

participate, apposition that Rotary still maintains.
