Last Week's Speaker 

Dr David Pescod , an anaesthetist at Northern Health, is married to a niece of Eric 
Heyburn . Through Rotary he became involved with Interplast and volunteered first 8 
years ago to go with a team to Mongolia , where he found primitive conditions which 
were based on teachings from Russia in the 1940s.Huge hospital buildings with no 
modern equipment staffed by people with virtually no training - 3 months for doctors , 
6 weeks for nurses. Two needles to give all the anaesthetics for a year . No analgesia 
with or after the anaesthetic. 

Independent since 1996 , this vast country has vast mineral resources but no capital to 
develop them. Democracy was tried but didn't work so communism still rules - all 
professionals get paid about US$100 per month , rent takes $40. 

Slowly professional standards are improving - largely due to the impetus provided by 
Rotary Interplast and the dedication of volunteers such as David Pescod.
