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Last Weeks Meeting

Two Speakers Provided A View of Contrasting Activities
Kathryn Feil gave a talk on her involvement with Teachers
Across Borders which is an international group of teachers
who volunteer their services to raise the general level of
educational opportunity in Third World countries, through
professional development. The need is critical. Many Third
World teachers work in environments that lack basic
infrastructure and materials, cater for large classes and
receive minimal remuneration.

Kat hryn we nt t o Kampong
largest province. Kampong Thom town has a population of
over 60,000 and is located on the national highway 6 which
runs from Phnom Penh to Siem Reap and the Angkor Wat
temples. Kampong Thom suffered heavily during the civil
war and was bombed extensively during the early 1970s.
The issues that teachers in Kampong Thom deal with are
closely related to the issues facing teachers across Cambodia: very small monthly
salaries (around US$45), a lack of teaching resources (if any), large classes (averaging
about 60 students) and seldom access to professional development in pedagogy.

The 2008 Kampong Thom program included teachers from both Australia and the USA.
Workshop topics included Mathematics, English, Science, History and Educational
Leadership.

The Club has donated $1,000 to Teachers Across Borders

Roberta Gordon showed
photographs  and described a
2,000 kilometre Cycle trip she
undertook with others to
Birdsville on which they carried
all of their supplies.

Roberta explained that she is
sixty years old, a retired teacher/
librarian and an experienced ex-
triathlete, a current lifesaver and
a keen cyclist riding most days.
She also outlined and provided
information about the Great
Australian Bike Ride to be held
from March to October 2009,
starting and finishing in
Melbourne and proceeding in anti
clockwise direction around Australia including Tasmania.

The Great Australian Bike Ride is a 17,800 km ride around Australia in aid of the
Australian Rotary Health Research Fund and specifically highlighting mental health and
increasing public awareness.

Participants can either do the total round trip or take part in any of the 9 progressive
stages around the Country.

She indicated her desire to take part in the Great Australian Bike Ride for all stages for
which she needs a promise of a sum of $20,000 by January and a commitment to raise
$40,000 through fundraising.
